The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and

Assem-

bly, do enact as follows:

1 Section 1. Section 121 of the family court act, as amended by

chapter

2 209 of the laws of 1990, is amended to read as follows:
3 8§ 121. Number of judges. The family court within the city of New

York

4 shall consist of forty-four judges and, as of July first,
nineteen

5 hundred ninety, shall consist of forty-five judges and, as of
April

6 TFirst, nineteen hundred ninety-one, shall consist of forty-seven
judges

7 and, as of January first, two thousand nine, shall consist of Fifty-
four

8 jJudges and, as of January first, two thousand ten, shall consist
